Trauma System Plan Implementation: This committee has been holding meetings since July 2002. They are happy to report the following accomplishments:
· �                     Approval of Interfacility Transfer Criteria, which received full support from the FHA
· �                     Rule revisions for trauma transport protocols and trauma agencies
· �                     Presented a 7 year evaluation for trauma center quality clinical indicators at the Program Managers� meeting.
 

Inspections: The integration of the Brain/Spinal/Trauma inspections has created a $3 million dollar savings in the last 2 years.
 

Trauma Registry: Continues to have 100% compliance with submission of electronic data.
The HRSA (Health Resources and Services Administration) grant ($100,000) has been issued for a 3year study to look at trauma triage issues (over-triage). 

 

Ventilator Dependent� Patient Project Update: The intended outcome is to ensure timely anf coordinated transfer of ventilator dependent patients from state-approved trauma centers to skilled nursing facilities which are located in the following strategic geographical locations: Pensacola, Jacksonville, Orlando, Tampa, and Miami. The goal is to provide training, to SNF staff, in the long-term care of these patients in an effort to decrease the number of patients being re-admitted to trauma centers.
