	Safety Summit and Exercise
	Dr. Carrubba states that a Metropolitan Medical Response System grant is available and can be used for a tabletop exercise on the FAM Disaster Plan. A company has been contacted that will be able to professionally facilitate this exercise, however needs a group from our constituency as a brain trust.  Propose this happen around Clincon, involve fixed and rotor wing, involve all areas of state, and be mindful of SP safety goals.  Good way to bring attention to this on a state level.
Kathy presented that the Disaster Plan, which had a solid base, has been revised and forwarded to Disaster Subcommittee, FLEMPSA, and Communications.  This is a good way to identify gaps in this plan.

John Scott stated that during a hurricane tabletop, he exercised and educated on the mission capability and unique critical care component of air medical assets.  This proposed FAM exercise would help with further education and identification.

Scott Wyant – idea may involve Haiti type situation of airports, etc.  Dr. Carrubba would like a very real scenario, which may include natural disaster, movement of large amount of people, infectious disease.  


	Action: Motion to move forward with opportunity to put on a tabletop disaster exercise focusing on the FAM Disaster Plan, with Dr. Carrubba’s leadership and the MMRS funds.
This would be the safety summit initiative per Strategic Plan objective.

Office of Trauma

	· S McDevitt distributed copied of the Office of Trauma report
· The annual report is also available

· Report has been submitted to House, Senate and Governor

· High Points – 21 trauma centers, 180 injury prevention programs (highlight Prom Night reducing to 0 deaths in 3 years, and Walk Safe Program)

· Registry data is extensive – important for us may be (2007-2008) 10% increase in ISS (normal 20 – past year 25 – 30%) which indicates higher severity patient.

· 09 has 14% increase in gang violence, particularly Tallahassee, South, Tampa area

· 16.8% mortality , now to 5%

· Bell curve shows 18-24 motorcycle incidents, males 18-44 MVC, females over 65 on Coumadin unrecognized

· ICU stay running 4 days

· 80% trauma patients discharged to rehab and reintegrated

· Red light running 10% decrease in funding in 2008 – LE budget cuts effect
· Telemedicine phase one North FL, Ryder in lower Keys, phase two Sacred Heard and ORHS

· Involved in Haitian response.  Reg 7 has had 154 patients.  Set up telemedicine at the Haitian airport.
	Submit Office of Trauma Quarterly Report (October through December 2009) with minutes
Kathy mentioned that during the welcome meeting, Chief Bixler referenced leaving run reports at hospital.  11% deficiency with EMS, 96-100% compliance for air medical, with excellent documentation.

· Upcoming rule workshop will include discussion on the disciplinary process

· Dispatcher certification bill for 911 services will be filed/reference “Amber Lee Bill”
· Danny Griffen/Educators are working on having the HIV education requirements removed (1994 curriculum)
· AHA will be meeting regarding redevelopment and bill presentation of STEMI.  This may be a concern in that legislators are writing medical protocol, and that medicine as a science moves faster than a tightly written bill.

Mark Womack asked if there is someone at a state level with an understanding of FAA, Part 135, and how deployment is controlled.

John also brought up that the state has to remain neutral in deployment, cannot call one service over another, so it needs to start with a neutral party and also needs to address remaining assets in the state.  Also need to consider vendor buy in.

Identified 2010-12 need to establish a baseline of programs.  Get with folks at state to identify licensed providers – who and where they are.  This ties in with the Disaster Plan.  Kim Picket and Steve Nair are national ASTNA at large and are available as a resource

Look at putting on the ASTNA TNATC (3 day) trauma course as an educational offering.  Need minimum of 16 students for course.  Will talk with John Todaro to offer at ClinCon vs the fall (don’t want to conflict with our own exercise)
