· Target audience: pilots, flight crew, critical care ground crew, mechanics, vendors, EMS

· Plan to solicit Programs, Vendors for support.
· FAMA discussion of the Treasure Coast Safety Summit and West Florida Regional Pilots meetings.

· Focus of these meetings was on communications, altitude separation, and safe operations.

· Included pilots, mechanics, EMS, Coast Guard, Law enforcement, media, FBI, ATC, and FAA.

· Discussed need to review the current FAMA Disaster plan and work with the Disaster Committee (Dr. Elias)

· There was no formal activation of air medical assets thus far this hurricane season.
